Today, over 50,000 glass bottles form rambling walls that
surround a 22 room museum. Wagon wheels, old-fashioned
store fronts and wacky western memorabilia make Tinkertown's
exterior as much a museum as the wonders within.

Inside, the magic of animation takes over. The inhabitants of a
raucous little western town animate to hilarious life. Under
the big-top, diminutive circus performers challenge tigers and
defy gravity while the Fat Lady fans herself and a polar bear
teeter-totters,

Throughout, eccentric collections of Americana (wedding cake
couples, antique tools, dolls, bullet pencils...) fill Tinkertown's .
winding hallways. Otto the One-Man-Band and Esmerelda, the
Fortune Teller need only a quarter to play a tune or predict your
future.
