The Preserve is managed by the Valles Caldera Trust, a
wholly-owned government corporation.

The Trust is described as an experiment in public land
management. It was established as a demonstration
area which incorporates elements of public and private
administration.
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This federal agency is governed by a nine member
Board of Trustees. Each Trustee represents a specific
area of expertise, organization or government entity.

The Trust operates the Preserve as a working ranch and
provides recreational opportunities, while protecting
cultural and natural resources as mandated in the Valles
Caldera Preservation Act of 2000,

The Act also provides for the generation of income from
recreation, activities, and donations to support the
mission of the Trust.
